We praise you, Lord because you pour your blessings on us. As we gather as a body of Christ,
in one accord, we know that we cannot do this on our own will, but only your will can sustain
us. We ask that you guide us to the places where you need us. We ask that you lead us with all
your power and authority.

We ask that you speak to us so clearly that there is no misinterpretation of your vision for us,
today, tomorrow, and the days to come. We wait with expectant hearts for Pentecost. Let us
feel your Spirit within us and around us. In your son’s precious name, we pray. Amen.
